
  

  

FALL MOUNTAIN REGIONAL SCHOOL DISTRICT 
SCHOOL BOARD MEETING 

Monday, April 14, 2008 
 

 
Chair Elsesser called the meeting to order at 6:31 PM in the Fall Mountain Regional High School Library.  In attendance were Cheryl 
Cavanaugh, Andy Collins, Ken Hart, Rob Pearson, and Chas Street. Debra Livingston, Brendan Minnihan and Steve Varone were also 
present.    
 
Superintendent Livingston called upon Principal Jacobs to introduce three Walpole students receiving Board Honors.  Holly O’Brien 
won a Bronze and a Silver Medal at the Governor Cup Tae Kwon Do Tournament in Colchester, VT; Bethany Aumand won the 
Regional Spelling Bee and placed 11th in the NH State Spelling Bee; and Cameron Derwin qualified for the NH State Geography Bee.  
Board members congratulated these three students and presented them with Awards of Excellence. 
 
Motion: (Cavanaugh/Collins) to approve the minutes of the March 24, 2008 Public Session as presented.   Passed Unanimously. 
 
Recognition of Visitors: 
Chair Elsesser recognized Justin Parrott (Charlestown) who spoke in favor of renewing the Athletic Director’s contract for the 2008-
2009 school year. 
 
Chair Elsesser recognized Kathy Olsen (Langdon) who read a letter of protest over the elimination of the K-8 Media Generalist 
position from the 2008-2009 budget. 
 
Chair Elsesser recognized Tom Beaudry (Walpole) who indicated that he had received no response from the administration regarding 
his previous inquiry into the grading system at the high school and summer homework for AP students. 
 
Old Business: 
Ms. Ferland reported on student activities at the high school including the Sophomore Penny Challenge; a Floor Hockey Tournament; 
a Blood Drive taking place April 17th; the Senior Prom on May 10th; and a Track Meet on the 15th.  Ms. Ferland also distributed 
samples of Maple Syrup produced by students at the high school. 
 
Mr. Street mentioned attending fact-finding meetings at the RVTC and presented  recommendations for the FMRHS Renovation 
Committee.  Those included were himself as Chair, Albert St. Pierre, Dave Westover, Andy Collins, Mark Edson, Donn Lounsbury 
and Quinn Brewer.

Superintendent Livingston advised Board members that she had received word from Superintendent Hanfield that the FMRSD 
agreement with the Goshen-Lempster School District had been approved at the state level. Superintendent Livingston also indicated 
she would be sending Board members a memo noting the dates and times for important year-end events.

Motion: (Pearson/Street) to accept a $500 grant from Walmart to be used for FMRHS Project Graduation.  Passed- Unanimously.
