7. When applying for a need-based scholarship, you must include a copy of the SAR (Student Aid Report)
from FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) or a copy of your parents’ W-2 form.

8. Copy all of the required information for each of the scholarships you are applying for including the
transcript handed to you with this booklet. FMRSD CANNOT PROVIDE COPYING SERVICES.

9. Review each checked scholarship you are applying for to ensure ALL of the required information has
been completed.

10. Prior to submitting your scholarship packet(s) use the attached checklist to double check you have all of
the information.

11. Mail all scholarship applications with enough time to be delivered by the May 5" due date.
